Troop/Crew Chaplain Aide

The roll of the Chaplain Aide is to be the Troop’s/Crew’s 

“Youth Spiritual Advisor”

The Chaplain Aide is appointed to lead the Troop/Crew (through word an example) in fulfilling their personal “Duty to God”, and in observing the twelfth point of the Scout Law

(A Scout is Reverent)

· Some Helpful Tools for the Chaplain Aide are:
· Encourage your Troop/Crew members to strengthen their own relationship with God.

· Lead, or assign someone in your Troop/Crew to read a morning meditation as a “Thought for the Day” 

· Encourage/Lead your Troop/Crew to attend worship services when possible.

· Lead or support your Troop/Crew leader in daily reflections and in “Thorns, Roses, & Buds.”

Thorns are something that didn’t go very well that day

A Rose was something that was the high point of the day

A Bud is something that is growing into something good for next the day

· Teach and Use “Appropriate Grace” for all meals.
