Chaplain Aide Duties

· Set a good example by practicing the principles of the Scout Law.

· Assist your Troop/Crew Leader in conflict resolution when necessary.

· Support and listen to your fellow Troop/Crew members who are having difficulties.

· Encourage your fellow Troop/Crew Members in their own personal “Walk with God.”

· Set a positive, cheerful tone within your Troop/Crew through your actions and personal example.

Encourage the 4 C’s

Congeniality: Remember to be cheerful and polite to one another.

Communication: Keep everyone talking.  Daily meditation & reflection is important.

Cooperation: Encourage everyone to strive to do a little extra each day.

Community: Nobody does it alone, we are all part of a Troop/Crew, and the Troop/Crew is part of the whole Scouting Community.
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
